NOTICE OF ELECTION ON TAX LEVY IN 
EXCESS OF THE TEN-MILL LIMITATION


     Notice is hereby given that in pursuance of Resolutions of the Board of Education of the Niles City School District, adopted on July 16, 2009 and August 4, 2009, respectively, there will be submitted to a vote of the electors of that School District at an election to be held in said School District at the regular places of voting therein, on Tuesday, November 3, 2009, at the regular places of voting therein, the question of the renewal of all of an existing tax levy in the sum of One Million Three Hundred Thousand Dollars ($1,300,000) per year for a period of ten (10) years, beginning with a levy on the 2010 tax list and duplicate, for first collection in 2011, for the purpose of providing for the emergency requirements of the Niles City School District.  Said tax constitutes the renewal of all of an existing levy.

     The estimated average additional tax outside of the ten-mill limitation imposed by Section 2, Article XII, Ohio Constitution, necessary to raise that annual amount as certified by the County Auditor is 4.6 mills for each one dollar of valuation, which amounts to 46 cents for each one hundred dollars of valuation.
